Created by Tom Bass, unveiled in 1961, the 4m tall statue is located on the northern public
entrance of the ACT Legislative Assembly Building. Ethos is the characteristic spirit of a culture, era
and community, manifested in its beliefs and aspirations.

The primary objective of The Capital Spirit Academy is to offer an individual program introducing
athletes to a high-performance environment. Athletes of the program are considered capable of
selection into the Netball ACT State Teams and/or The Capital Spirit Teams in current and/or future
performance cycles.
